The current theory of preaching (homiletics) recommends to learn from the arts, be it the drama,
be it the movie. In a threefold basic research this work develops the relationship of reason and
word regarding the double meaning of logos, takes its bearings at rhetorics and gives a
fundamental account of esthetics, with which homiletics is being brought into discourse.
